The sunset to the sea here in Hannan has a mysterious charm

that attracts those who see it. The sunset seen from

the artificial rocky beach of Sennan Satoumi Park and

Pichipichi Beach, which has been selected as one of the

100 most beautiful sunsets in Japan, is especially exquisite.

“Yagura” floats feature two large wheels 

and magnificent carvings.
